"The Titanic Orchestra" is a text by the contemporary and often staged Bulgarian playwright Hristo Boytchev, whose company Teatar "Total" enjoys (staged also "The Colonel Bird" and "The Underground Man").

Bitter comic, interesting characters, familiarity with the mentality of the Balkans, social engagement, messages which concern us here and now, adaptability of the situations etc. – that is what has drawn "Total" towards Boytchev.

The play "The Titanic Orchestra" speaks of a group of tramps who spend their wasted lives on a deserted train station, seeking comfort by drinking and hoping that one day they will get their train, which would give them at least fictional absolution.

That fiction is what happens, while they are torn between illusion and reality they become even more lost and in the end they are forced to accept their fate.

This play premiered on November 24, 2007 in Visoko during the manifestation "Dani Zaima Muzaferije".
Amateur theatre in Visoko exists since 1952 and during its rich history it wore many names. However, in 1985 it was finally named Teatar "Total" and under that name it brought fame to the amateur drama in Visoko becoming the most awarded theatre in the history of amateur theatre festivals in Bosnia and Herzegovina. Beside that, few amateur theatres are able to show such work continuity despite unsuitable conditions (they never had their own workspace).

They tried their hand in staging almost all kinds of drama genres, from classical to contemporary South Slavic and world-renowned authors, always trying to leave their mark through poetry of total theatre and cheerfulness of collective play, specific to "Total", for which, among other things, they often received awards.

Teatar "Total" currently has around 30 members ranging form 15 do 55 years of age and it believes in its future.
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
