Dagmar Theater Studio together with School of Pedagogy is an open society of professional theater artists that is working since 1993.  Studio was created in the spring of 2001 from members of Studio of creative acting and is working in collaboration with the School of Pedagogy, since the end of school year 2005/6. It consists mainly of college students. On one of this year projects collaborates with the Faculty of theatrical education (DAMU, Prague). Theatrical creation of Dagmar Theater is directed towards systematical acting of young generation. Since its foundation Dagmar Theater Studio has performed in Austria Germany and Canada. In last two seasons Dagmar Theater Studio participated in five national theater festivals in Czech Republic. 

A performance “Kone” (“Horses”) was created in June 2005. The performance was presented in Trebic Acting Festival 2006 and in Open Air Festival of European Theater Regions in Hradec Kralove 2006 among others.

A performance “Kone” is a dramatic composition based on novels by L.N.Tolstoj, N.Tichonov and M.Sholochov. It was created as a protest against international transportation of horses in cruel conditions.

The Golden Bird is a project which includes 12 young puppeteers, actors and dancers who came together at this occasion to create a performance. This is a unique project of uniting a puppet theatre with artistic elements, which offers some new dimensions of movement animation and theatre to the young actors.

A well-known Slovene folk tale is about a young prince who snipes at a golden bird in his father's orchard, but also about the constant quest for a more beautiful and fairer world. The king wishes the golden bird for himself and thus offers the crown to the one who brings him the bird. The three brothers set out and the youngest surmounts all the difficulties with a help of a bear and eventually finds the golden bird. Kindness and bravery overcome evil and indolence personified by the two older brothers.

The show is dynamic, without text, full of movement that can be understood in two ways: as animation of objects and space from the context of a puppet theatre and as animation of bodies in the sense of circus artistry and physical theatre. It is suitable for a family audience and is 45 minutes long.

The House of Children and Art association is a place for creativity. Children creativity and creativity for children. Art is a way of socializing in our House: children among each other, children with adults and also adults for the sake of children. In the House of Children and Art we believe that active encounter with art can represent a way to ourselves and to other people. With the help of art we are gaining social skills, ability to solve problems independently and last but not least, it helps us grow into creative and whole persons, thus developing different skills and discovering our talents.

The House of Children and Art is a cultural centre for children that for the third consecutive year organizes a wide-ranging programme of artistic and creative workshops for children of all age and for adults who work and live with children. All-year-long workshops run weekly; one hour per week for the youngest and an hour and a half for older children. Besides  workshops we also organize different courses, events and regular weekly shows for children, especially of our home theatres ZAPIK and FRU-FRU and their guests. The walls of our hall and workshops are decorated with exhibitions of different illustrators and puppets. We are also recognized outside our House. We participate in different festivals across Slovenia and abroad.

The House of Children and Art is in the process of affiliating in the IDEA (International Drama Education Association) and also participates in the English NATD via the JV European association.

In the four years of our existence, we have become an open space for everybody who believe that creativity is crucial for a quality life and that children acquire important experience through their creative play, and for those who believe that creativity enables children to process emotional response, explore different kinds of relationships etc. While the developing technology is the cause for distancing ourselves to our fellow-man, it is also the cause for distancing from ourselves. Co-operation within a team that explores art can help us discover and develop our creative potentials and ever more important emotional intelligence.
