The performance of The Devil’s Circle deals with the theme of a constant struggle of a man for prestige, which is especially expressed in the contemporary capitalistic society. In that struggle the man is so obsessed by greed for power, fame and money so that he pushes away all his real needs out of which love is especially pointed out. For that reason the contemporary man is unhappy regardless of the success, which he gains through his struggle for realisation imposed by capitalistic values because is estranged of love.

By using the subtext and the theme of the Eastern Sin the performance raises the issue if we are condemned for just being humans, or we have become evil accumulating all historic dirt, which have amassed in ourselves.

The light motive of The Devil’s Circle is a fundamental postulate of Niche’s Philosophy: ˝Everything falls apart and everything gets sorted out again, and the circle of Being is forever fateful to itself˝, with an addition of the words that ˝each following circle is more energetic and bloodier˝. 

The premier of this play was held on 8th June 2007.

The play visited many towns in BiH and in Macedonia (43rd Festival DAF Kočani).

The play received the following awards:

· Reward for the best male actor – 43rd Festival DAF Macedonia

· Reward for the best play – 35th Theatre Festival BiH FEDRA Bugojno

· Reward for the best female episode role - 35th Theatre Festival BiH FEDRA Bugojno

· Reward for the best male episode role - 35th Theatre Festival BiH FEDRA Bugojno

· Reward for the best scenography - 35th Theatre Festival BiH FEDRA Bugojno
Theater FEDRA was found by the municipal council of Bugojno on 23rd November 1963. But the amateurism in Bugojno has deeper roots. Namely, in 1946 a drama group, which was at the time a part of the group RKUD TRUDBENIK (later KUD FUTURE), performed premiered the play How Iron was Tempered produced by Fehim Efendić. 

From the moment of forming till 1962 the drama group had 57 premiere and 138 repeated performances. Besides being played in Bugojno, a big number of plays have been played in neighbouring towns: Travnik, Livno, Jajce, Gornji and Donji Vakuf, Novi Travnik, Prozor, Mrkonjić Grad, Duvno and Sarajevo. 

After an outstanding performance of the drama The Operation on the ˝2nd Festival of Amateur Drama˝ of the Socialist Republic of BiH in Trebinje, this drama group gets excellent critics from professional jury and achieves the status of an AMATEUR THEATER.

In the period of 1962 till 1968 the amateur theatre played 26 premiers and about 70 play-performances. They regularly participated at Festivals of Amateur Theatres of BiH, and in 1966 they were the host and organiser of the ˝7th Festival of Amateur Theatres of BiH˝. 

After that there is a pause in the activities of the theatre and in the 70`s it seized to exist.

It is important to mention 2 enthusiastic and visionary people: Bruno Bračić and Asim Omanović. They found the PUPPET THEATER and accomplished 2 plays Snow white and The White Fairy. 

In 1989, at the 31st Festival of Amateur Theatres of BiH in Bugojno the Organiser’s Board changes the name to FEDRA (Festival of Drama Amateurs of BiH), so the amateur theatre BUGOJNO is the permanent host of the festival and changes its name into Theatre FEDRA Bugojno. 

During the period of aggression on BiH, the work of FEDRA was ˝frozen˝, but already in the year 1996, the play Rasema`s Sevdah by A. Muradbegović had its premier. This was the beginning of a new period of work in the activities of FEDRA, with new theatre fans.

From 1996 to 2008 theatre FEDRA realized on three mentioned groups 26 premiers and 180 replays of play performances, with many performances as guests in many towns of BiH and neighbouring countries.

In 2007 theatre FEDRA Bugojno is a winner of the following rewards: 

· Reward for the functional adaptation of the text and tending of speaking expressions for the performance ˝Phoenix hasn’t burnt yet˝ of the 5th Festival of Secondary School Theatre in Mostar,

· Reward for acting creation for Irmela Sadiković for the role of Olivera in the play ˝Phoenix hasn’t burnt yet˝ 

· Reward for spontaneity and originality of the Children` s play for the performance ˝The Stolen Prince˝ on the 10th Festival of The Children’s Theatre in Gračanica

· Reward for the best young actor in BiH for Senad Milanović for the role of the Fisherman in the play ˝The Stolen Prince˝ on the 10th Festival of The Children’s Theatre in Gračanica

Four tramps inhabit a deserted train station. They desperately wish to escape this godforsaken place. Under the despotic directorship of the criminal Meto, they endlessly train for Getting on the Train. But no trains stop at the deserted station. The tramps include: Luko: Ex-Stationmaster,Luba: An alcoholic and Doko: Who constantly weeps for his favorite dead bear, whose food he regularly sold for booze. 

And so, their lives are wasted in endless rehearsals, drinking and grumbling about the dictatorial Meto, who presents himself as the famous conductor and intellectual Meto von Metonyan. A train stops one day, and throws off another alcoholic. The newcomer is wearing a worn top hat and tails and is deathly drunk. During the night, Meto kills him. The next morning, the horrified tramps see Meto wearing his tuxedo. Suddenly, the victim emerges from the station with a knife in his belly. Meto faints. Shaking with a hangover, the victim drinks a beer and comes to. He takes the knife out of his belly and introduces himself as… Harry Houdini, illusionist and showman. For a daily dose of alcohol, he promises to teach the drunks a great magic trick. In this way, they will escape that horrible place. Under the tutelage of the Great Illusionist, they begin their daily lessons. 

In the meantime, strange things start happening at the station. The dead bear appears every night at the booth, selling tickets. Every ticket is for the 20th of August. Losing power, Meto attempts to reveal the Great Illusionist as a fraud. But, Harry proves the reality of his illusions. On August 20th, their train stops, they board and depart…and then, they realize that the train has neither passengers nor a conductor. Terrified, the tramps beg Harry to stop the train. He 

tells them that this is an illusion-train, a figment of their imagination that has no power over them. In this way, he reveals that the world does not exist and is only an illusion. As proof, Harry shows them something really impossible that could happen only in the imagination. He enters a metal box, and when they lift the lid, they find he has disappeared. To prove that this is just another trick, Luko enters the box. When the others lift the lid, they find he, too, has disappeared. And so, they disappear, one by one. Doko is the last to enter the box. He locks himself in, but cannot disappear. He tries again and again, with no result. Left alone, he decides that maybe he has disappeared without knowing it. And then, he realizes that disappearing maybe means being left alone…
Amateur theatre group, founded in 1991 in Prague, Czech republic. Through the years it has changed styles and dramaturgy a couple of times. From experiments with existencial thoughts, through classical comedy period untill todays „life-is-a-mystery“ time it has remained focused on plays that offer „something more“ below the surface. ĎBZ’s members share a common vision: theatre is about telling interesting stories, provoking imagination, looking at life from angles that it hasn‘t been looked from before.

All the time ĎBZ keeps honouring its name: its guarantee si limited and you never know what surprise it is gonna bring in, what time is it going to come or if it is really going to leave after the show. Nothing’s too serious to be a joke.

Recently the group have focused on staging plays that hadn’t been brought on stage in Czech republic before. In most cases these have been plays written by contemporary european playwrights.
